On the whole. amateur radio operators are pretty good about monitor-
ing and supervising their own bands. However, we in Canada have a
rather peculiar problem. Wwhat to do if we hear someone or something
(who) that violates the rules. The otherday, I heard an S0S in CW
on 40 metres, at about 7179 KHz, late in theafternoon, There were
other stations around, and they. cleared .the frequency. After some
time, it became apparent that the SOS was a fake. Someone was having
a little fun. I called Art, VE3ZS, and asked him to notify the DOC
monitoring station. He did so, but the station had, by this time,
gone off the air, The next day, I heard the same station on the same
frequency calling SOS. This time I could not immediately get hold
of anyone. By chance, Doug, VE3CDC, happened along, and Art VEJZS
who retired from DOC recently came on and gave me the telephone
number of the DOC monitoring station. Previous to this, I had ex-
hausted my list of DOC phone numbers trying to pzss on the information.
Unfortunately, the agthorities were notified after the fact and they

could not hear or do very much.



Unlike our U.S. neighbors, DOC has not publicized the phone numbers
of the monitoring stations to Canadian Amateurs. FCC glves‘out_?hﬁ;r
phone numbers so that violations qan“bevrgported._lt is a good idea
and we should follow suit. If you hear any violatLogs, even on the
local repeater, itis to our advantage to rgportiit 1mmgd1ately.

Some violations need to be dealt with immediately and if possible
notifications to DOC should be instantaneous with the infraction if
possiple, This is the only effective way., : ) _
