The Friday night buffet and registration allowed everyone to get
together and meet one another, The main activities commenced
Saturday morning with the RSO Forum. Fielding questions were
Noel Eaton, VE3CJ; Harry Dannals, W2TUK, president of ARRL; Bill
Loucks, VE3AR, president RSO; Art Blick, VE3AHU, president of
CARF; Tom atkins, VE3CDM, RSO director; and a representative Iirom
DOC. Discussions took place on many issues, with special consid-
eration being given to: : -

- novice class licenses which would be like the American
novice in that it would be time limited, CW operation only,
however the technical standard would be higher than the

American version.
- extra class licenses received no support.

The National Forum was also a success. Harry Dannals, W2TUK was
most impressive with the way he listened. He won many friends,

The Repeater Forum and EMO Forum were held in the afternoon., A
technical discussion on antennas, transmission lines and Trans-
matches was held by Lew McCoy, W1ICF of ARRL.

DOC Questionnaire

Resuliss of the recant DOC ballot released on July 13 show that the
@agoyity of those amateurs who replied want independent Canadian organ-
izations to represent them to DOC. They also favor your Canadian Amateur
Radio Federation®s request for phone band expansion.

A total of 5,637 answers were received of which 2,849 voted for inde-
pendent Canadian organizations to represent them. The Canadian Amateur
Radio Federation received 2,286 votes, with 466 for Quebec's RAQI and
97 for Saskatchewan's SARL. Some 393 did not respond to this question.

The Federation's brief to DOC for phone band expansion was over-
whelmingly endorsed by a large majority. On 75 meters the total vote
for the various expansion options was 3,547 to 1,839 and on 40 meters,
3,293 to 1,976. i : .

On phone band expansion on 75 meters 66% of 3,547 of the respondents
opted for expansion, thus backing up the original canvass of amateurs
conducted by CARF through its member. societies. Half of these wanted
to go down to 3700 MHZ leaving about half who wanted to go below that
frequency. Newfoundland amateurs are unhappy according to SONRA
officials, because the ballot didn't have a slot for going to 3600, MHz,
which is their choice.

On L0 metres the votes were evenly divided between the three gsegments
below 7150 MHz. Some 62.5% of the ballots asked for expansion.

A surprising number of respondents claimed to be vactive”. «..93%
(5,560). An even more surprising figure was the 3,118 (71%) who
operated club or other stations., The figures were revealing to DOC,
which had assumed until now that there were only about 4,000 "active"
amateurs. Assuming that, the thousands who did not respond contain
nearly the same percentage of active amateurs it makes the hobby more
widegpread and intensive than anyone had guessed.

For those who lament the passing of the popularity of brass-pounding,
there was also a surprise...66.3% of those answering use Cw. Fhone
usage is 76% and RTTY is 6.4%.

Band usage works out to something like this:

160 metres 1.9%
80 " 78.4%

40 5 68.6%

20 " 59.8%
15 " 42 .7%
10 " 35.2%
"OthersY 27 0%

As for the good old 160 metre band, Ontario and the West Coast were
leaders in its use, but its popularity is low, with only 108 signifying
that they worked it.

As for who belongs to what organization, the ballot did not pravide
for such schizophrenic characters as a Hull, Quebec amateur who belongs
to RAQI RSO and ARRL. (Some 1327 belong to more than one organization).
Nor did it provide for those who hold club licenses and their own...it
is hoped that with their conscience as their guide that they only voted
once?

Joking aside, the figures show a strong feeling for domestic societies
over & foreign one. For example, of the 2,612 who stated that they
belonged to ARRL, only 2,489 wanted ARRL to represent them...a net
"loss" of support totalling 123. On the other hand, those who belonged
to CARF member societies number 1,911 but 2,286 amateurs wanted CARF
to represent them...a net "gain" of 375! Both SARL and RAQI showed net



"losses" to CARF's gain in Saskatchewan and Quebec. However, with the
amateurs of Saskatchewan having voted to have SARL 301n CARF, the SARL
figure appears to be academic.

A final statistic -- 64.7% of those answering the poll have their
advanced ticket ... which bears out the role-of-thumb of 70% used by

DOC and others in the past.
